(hereafter referred as MPTFS) is organizing a "Story Writing Competition" for the celebration of
International Tiger Day 2023.
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Madhya Pradesh state is famous for its rich wildlife heritage and credit for such pristine forests
teeming with wildlife, goes to the hard work of all Vanrakshaks, especially the field staff of the Forest
Department. This competition aims to bring out the hidden but thrilling and mesmerizing stories from
the Jungles of Pench, to common public and also make the general public aware about the kind of life
a Vanrakshak leads and what kind of encounters he or she goes through in the Jungle. Selected stories
from this competition will be published in form of anthology. The anthology then will be made
available to Public and the stories will then reach out to a wider audience.
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The competition will be organized in two phases. In phase-I the participants will come to Pench Tiger
Reserve and will be allowed to stay for two nights in Pench along with the forest guards/Vanrakshaks
(hereafter referred as Narrator) who will be narrating their experiences to the participants. In Phase-
Il the participants is expected to convert these narrations in the form of story and submit for
evaluation.
